On 11-09-2009 at about 11:30 a.m., an SDSU student was the victim of an indecent 
exposure.  The suspect, who was unknown to the victim, began talking to the victim in 
the SDSU West Commons building.  After a short conversation the victim willingly 
walked with the suspect to the SDSU Music building.  There the suspect and victim 
continued talking and after several minutes, the suspect exposed his genitals to the 
victim.  The victim was not threatened or touched in any way and there were no 
injuries sustained during the incident.   The suspect was last seen leaving the music 
building. (SDSUPD case# 09-2334). 

 

SUSPECT DESCRIPTION: 

The suspect is described as follows:  Caucasian male, 5 feet 5 inches tall, 35-40 years 
of age, balding with bright blonde hair.  The suspect had yellow teeth and a strong 
musky smell.  The suspect was last seen wearing a long sleeved black button up shirt 
with silver stripes over a black t-shirt with “Del Mar” written in silver lettering.  He was 
wearing black pants with a brown belt.  The suspect was carrying a black folder and a 
black duffle bag.
